Highlights from Audio Review test on Gryphon Mojo speakers, December 2009

I don’t remember, frankly speaking, of any low cost Gryphon product: preamplifiers, integrated amplifiers and other products always have a peculiar very high price. Sure, but they often represent the excellence in their own field, which is a good reason to believe that a loudspeaker ‘signed’ Gryphon will not be purely a box with two or three drivers chosen by random.
1st listening session
Those who like a detailed and clear output typical of the best compact loudspeakers, together with a flexibility of room positioning thanks to a controlled low frequency response, will find here a good example. The long listening sessions with these “little” Gryphons left me not only satisifed quantity-wise, but most of all convinced of the quality of the musical message. Mojos are expensive and certainly at this price you can find really ‘important’ floorstanding systems, however in several listening rooms these Gryphons can represent a definitive solution. 
As far as timbrical rigour and image solidity are concerned, the Mojos are on an excellent level. Beethoven’s Fifth Symphony, as vigorously conducted by G. Solti (Decca), finds a new natural life that the excessive ‘presence’ of this recording previously made us forget. The Gryphons offer to the musical sheet a balance that finds its strength in the sweet and constant fluidity between the frequencies.
The Mojo does not do without the necessary strength when the need arises, but for timbrical correctness and lack of distortion the output is particularly fluid and without excessive brightness typical of certain leading models.
2nd listening session
During several particularly complex tracks, the speaker has expressed a tendency to disappear from the stage. I have never been mad about listening to music with dimmed lights or in the complete dark, but I must admit that we are probably in front of a speaker that with dimmed lights seem to really expand its emission much beyond the listening room size. 
Playback of horn instruments is natural and this is probably the best compliment we can say about this tweeter and the crossover behind it, since this is a detail that often gets forgotten by people who buys good components and automatically are sure to build a good speaker. With this tweeter, it takes a very clever approach, because it tends to offer a ‘primadonna’ performance, making the woofer extension seem second-rate. With the Mojos this does not happen and the blend of the drivers here seem to be so high as to make the intersection really invisible.
